The
basketball court, ping -pong
table, and playground
equipment are surrounded by
nature trails and a wildlife
observatory platform. There
is no more peaceful place
than the dock that extends
into the marsh. The dock is
rimmed with benches that
are perfectly placed to
watch boats glide up and
down the Intracoastal
Waterway while you listen
for the sounds of the marsh.

Sunken Forest (adjacent to the Beach Club) features an observation platform with a magnificent view
of oceanfront dunes and ecosystem of Am elia Island. A boardwalk meanders through the undisturbed
mature canopy forest, making this is a great place fo

Famous for spotting warblers, woodpeckers and other birds, as well as nocturnal cr eatures such as
raccoons, armadillos, possums, and even bobcats, is Willow Conservancy (on Sea Marsh Road). This
wildlife sanctuary comprises two acres with a nature trail crossing the live oak canopy.
